Dear Friends, 

Even Petrockstowe is never an isolated place. Today we may be a quiet place off the main 

road; in days gone by the main thoroughfare was through the village ï witness the milestones 

in the undergrowth and the buildings around the pub. 

And Petrockstowe had too a link to Buckfast Abbey on the other side of Dartmoor ïdistant con-

nections indeed! Prior to the Reformation in the 16th century, the Abbot had the right of ap-

pointing the clergy here. It probably meant that he controlled the manor as well. 

How did this come about? Well the link to Petroc does suggest a connection, as there are hints 

that Petroc(k) did start a community at Buckfast back in the 500s. It was only in 1018 that the 

present Benedictine monastery was founded, but it looks as if the connections were main-

tained. There is a similar link to South Brent, also dedicated to St. Petrock. 

This year Buckfast Abbey is marking its Millennium. Quite an achievement ïdespite a long 

break at Buckfast after the Reformation ï but now revived. If you have been to Buckfast re-

cently you will see the effort the community there has put in to mark this occasion. There will 

be a special celebration event at Buckfast Abbey on Wednesday July 11th. Some will be going 

from Petrockstowe as part of the link that there is. 

It is wonderful how in Godôs family we are linked across time and space in special ways. May 

God bring us all together in that family of faith ï drawn together as one, despite out amazing 

diversity.

HINTS AND TIPS ï JULY    
Check your lilies for the dreaded scarlet lily beetle ï first year I have ever had them!! 

¶ Towards the end of the month plant autumn flowering bulbs, such as autumn crocuses, 
Colchicum and Nerines into well prepared soil and water in.  A couple of weeks later, wa-
ter with a weak solution of potash-rich fertilizer. 

¶ Plant second cropping potatoes now to give you new potatoes for Christmas. Plant your 
Christmas potatoes in pots or bags which can be brought under cover before the first 
frosts. 

¶ If necessary prune deciduous magnolias once the plant is in full leaf. If this is done in win-
ter, when the tree is dormant, dieback can occur, and pruning in late winter or spring can 
result in bleeding. Midsummer is therefore recommended.
